We miss this gentle soul and her 

charming ways, but feel so f ortunate 

that she shared our lives for as long as 

she did.  It was difficult to let her go, 

but her body was failing her and we 

knew it was time for her to move on to 

her next expression of spirit.  Thank 

you , Ellie , for all you have taught us.  

You were c herished and very well 

loved.  

 

Ellie was truly a poster girl for 

OldDog Haven . Her  story highlights 

what weôre all about and how 

important it is for senior dogs to be 

able to live out their lives in a safe 

and loving home.  

We rescued 13 year old Ellie from 

the Tacoma animal shelter almost 

two years ago. Like many shelters, 

the one in Ta coma can be  a 

terrifying place where senior dogs 

die alone , afraid, and with no idea 

why they were abandoned.  Ellie was 

our first rescue from the Tacoma 

shelter, and now we take in more 

dogs from this location  than any 

other shelter in Western 

Washington.  

When Ellie arrived she was an 

emotional and physical wreck. 

Debilitating arthritis forced her to 

move at a snailôs pace and she was 

completely withdrawn and closed off 

to  people. We were able to get her 

joints moving comfortably  and 

slowly won her trust.  Going through 

obedience class was the final step in 

bonding with her, and Iôll never 

forget the first time she came 

running across the pasture to me 

with a smile on her face. That was a 

BIG DAY!
